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1. The dorm plans to improve cleanliness and
comfort by buying new trash bins, insect
spray, oil, and shared brooms, keeping
bathrooms cleaner, and adding dish soap and
hand wash on each floor.

3. Questions from residents will be answered as
soon as possible, with better communication
with the housing office.

4. Advance notice if workers need to enter the

7. Finally, food preferences for beginning- and
end-of-term snack events will be collected
online, and online sign-ups will be used to

save time and improve distribution efficiency.
